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Foreword

The importance of countries’ “knowing their epidemic “as a prerequisite for success in
defeating HIV is widely accepted and clearly recognized worldwide. The Ethiopian Mistry of
Health has also adopted an evidence informed approach for advocacy, planning, and budgeting

at the National and regional levels for the HIV and AIDS response.

The successful implementation of the HIV prevention and treatment program has shown
positive results. This 2019 HIV Estimates Report aims to provide an improved understanding of
the HIV epidemic in Ethiopia, and offers important insights into the impact of various

interventions.

The estimates has been derived from important data sources such as population demographic
data agency, program statistics such as ART data, PMTCT, Viral load data from central statistical
agency, ministry of health and EPHI respectively. These program data has been processed using
spectrum model version number 5.84 by EPHI team in consultation and review with key
stakeholders from the Federal HIV/AIDS Prevention and Control Office (HAPCO), Ethiopian
Ministry of Health, UNAIDS, WHO and other national and international organizations.

The highlights of this report includes a gradual decline in adult HIV new infection to an
estimated 13,394 for the year 2016 to 11,613 in 2019. It is with pleasure that we communicate
the 2019 Ethiopia HIV Estimates Report; a product of hard work, resilience, and renewed
commitment to ending AIDS. The 2019 Ethiopia HIV Estimation Report seeks to provide insight

into the HIV epidemic in Ethiopia, and offers critical input into the impact of key interventions.
